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Shrnuti

e Studie predstavuje unikatni srovnani soucasného Zivota generace Y, tzv. milenialti (narozeni
1981—1996), s generaci X jejich rodi¢i (narozeni 1965—-1980) na zakladé dostupnych statistik
tykajicich se irovné vzdélanosti, partnerskych vztaht ¢i relativnich vydélka.

e Zdrojem dat analyzy je Vybérové Setieni Zivotnich podminek (SILC) Ceského statistického
aradu z let 2006 a 2021. Jedna se o Setfeni, ktera probihaji kazdoro¢né na reprezentativnim
vzorku domacnosti a v nich Zijicich jednotlivch. Zvolené vzorky z let 2006 a 2021 umoznuji
porovnat situaci generaci X a Y v podobném véku. V dobé sbéru dat z roku 2006 bylo
zastupcim generace X 25—40 let. Prislusnikiim generace Y bylo v roce 2021 24—39 let.

e Nejvyraznéjsi rozdil mezi generaci X a Y je v irovni dosazeného vzdélani. Lidi, ktefi v generaci
Y dosahli aspon bakalarského vzdélani, je 32 % oproti pouhym 13 % v generaci X. Naopak
mezigeneracné vyrazné poklesl podil vyucenych, ze 40 % v generaci X na 23 % v generaci Y.
Za pozornost stoji, ze se mira nartstu vysokoskolsky vzdélanych lidi znacné 1isi podle pohlavi.
V generaci X byl podil Zen vysokoskolacek stejny jako podil muzi vysokoskolakd, tj. 13 %.
Oproti tomu v fadach milenial mé vysokoskolské vzdélani 37 % Zen a ,jen“ 27 % muzu.

e Druhy nejmarkantné€jsi mezigenera¢ni rozdil sledujeme v poklesu uzavirdni manzelstvi.
Lidé vgeneraci Y se ve sledovaném véku vdavaji a Zeni méné casto nez jejich rodice
v generaci X. Zatimco v generaci X bylo vdanych 65 % Zen, v generaci Y je to jiz méné nez
polovina, 46 % Zen. JeSté méné Zenatych je mezi muzi. Do 40. roku Zivota je mezi generaci Y
Zenatych jen 34 % muzi, v generaci X 52 %.

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S nevstupovanim do manzelstvi ¢i jeho odkladanim souvisi také mensi pocet déti v generaci Y.
Za rodice je podle nasich dat povazovan kazdy, s nimz zije v domacnosti aspon jedno zavislé
dité. Zatimco v generaci X je 74 % Zen a 50 % muzl oznaceno jako rodi¢, v generaci Y stejného
véku jsou podily rodi¢t nizsi, u zen 65 % a u muzi 43 %.

V neposledni radé srovnavame hmotné zajiSténi domacnosti napri¢ generacemi. Pro tyto
Ucely jsme srovnali idaje vypovidajici o zajiSténi domacnosti, napriklad, zda si jednotlivé
domacnosti mohou dovolit tydenni dovolenou mimo domov, zda mohou obden jist maso, jestli
maji k dispozici osobni auto ¢i pocita¢ a jak dobre vychazeji s prijmy. Analyza ukazala, Ze
ve vSech téchto sledovanych rozpoc¢tovych polozkach je generace Y jednoznacné lépe zajiSténa
nez generace X. Je pritom treba mit na paméti, Ze rozdily v materidlnim zajisténi jsou
zptisobeny nejen jinou osobni situaci, ale také zlepSenim vnéjSich faktord, jako je realny riist
ekonomiky, mezd, produktivity prace ¢i dlouhodobé nizk4 mira nezaméstnanosti v CR.
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Summary

e This study presents a unique comparison of the lives of generation Y (millennials, born
in 1981-1996) and those of generation X (their parents, born in 1965-1980) at the same age,
based on available statistics related to education levels, relationships, and relative earnings.

e The data is taken from the 2006 and 2021 rounds of the Survey on Income and Living
Conditions (SILC) carried out by the Czech Statistical Office. This survey is run
on a representative sample of households and the individuals within them annually.
The sample years, 2006 and 2021, enable us to compare the situations of generations X and Y
at similar ages. At the time of data collection in 2006, representatives of generation X were
between the ages of 25 and 40. Representatives of generation Y were between 24 and 39 years
old in 2021.

e The most marked difference between generations X and Y is in their levels of education.
32% of generation Y have completed a bachelor’s degree or higher, compared with just
13% in generation X. In contrast, the percentage of people with professional training has
fallen, from 40% in generation X to 23% in generation Y. It is worth noting that the extent
of the increase in university education is substantially different across genders: in generation
X, the share of university-educated women was the same as the share of university-educated
men, at 13%. Among millennials, however, 37% of women have a university education,
compared with “only” 27% of men.

The second most prominent intergenerational difference we observe is a reduction in the rate
of marriage. Members of generation Y were married far less often in the age period we observe
than their parents in generation X were at this age. While 65% of generation X women were
married in 2006, in 2021 the equivalent share among generation Y had fallen to just 46%.
The percentage of married Y men is even smaller. In generation Y, only 34% of men were
married by the age of 40, while in generation X the percentage was 52%.

This trend towards not marrying, or marrying later, is also related to generation Y’s fewer
children. In our data, every adult living in a household with at least one dependent child is
considered a parent. While in generation X, 74% of women and 50% of men are categorised
as parents, in generation Y, at the same age, the percentages of parents are lower: 65%
of women and 43% of men.

Lastly, we compare households’ material means across the generations. We compare data that
depicts a household’s financial situation, such as whether households could afford a week’s
holiday away from home, meat every other day, a car or a computer, and how well they
managed to make ends meet on their salaries. Our analysis shows that, in all of these observed
budget indicators, generation Y is unequivocally better off than generation X. Nevertheless, it
is important to remember that these differences in material means are not solely the result
of improvements in individual household financial situations, but also reflect external
improvements, including real economic growth, higher salaries, improved productivity, and
the long-term low rate of unemployment in the Czech Republic.
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
